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Both walking trails take you through woodlands of
wandoo, sheoak, powderbark wandoo, salmon gum
and raspberry jam wattle. You will also see flowers
and shrubs such as: native bullrush in the dam; the |
samphire in the salty areas; native bluebell; prickly ‘S
wattle; donkey and spider orchid species; golden ‘s, .
everlasting; and blue morning iris.
